In accordance with our mission, only liberal arts colleges, and faculty and staff at such colleges,
may become full members. Full members are accorded preference in some Network activities.

Institutions that include in their mission undergraduate education, but which are not liberal arts
colleges, and faculty and staff at such institutions, may join as associate members.

Organizations and individuals with an interest in undergraduate liberal arts education may join as
affiliate members. Affiliate members may not apply for grants administered by the Network nor
may they nominate or vote for officers of the organization.
